9.22.2 Municipal Profile

The Township of Mine Hill is located in northwest Morris County between Interstate 80 and State Highway 10
along U.S. Route 46. The Township is located along a ridge to the west of the Town of Dover in an upstream
section of the Rockaway River watershed. The Township od boarded by Roxbury Township to the west, the
Borough of Wharton to the north, the Town of Dover to the east, and Randolph Township to the south. The
Township main commercial corridor is located along U. S. Route 46 that runs through the center of the Township
east to west. The Township includes a number of preserves including the Dickerson Mine Preserve. The
remainder of the land uses is a mix of residential and industrial uses. According to the U.S. Census, the 2010
population for the Township of Mine Hill was 3,651. According to the U.S. Census, the Township has a total
area of 3.03 square miles, of which 2.94 square miles is land and 0.09 square miles is water.

Growth/Development Trends

Township of Mine Hill did not note any major residential or commercial development, or major infrastructure
development planned for the next 5 years in the municipality.

The history of flooding in the Township of Mine Hill indicates that flooding of various origins may be
experienced in any season of the year. The most extensive floods have occurred primarily in the late summer
and early fall and are usually associated with tropical disturbances moving north along the Atlantic coast. The
streams and rivers in the Township contribute to the South Branch Raritan River basin, the Musconetcong River
basin, or the Lamington River basin. Floods also occurred downstream on Drakes Brook (FEMA FIS 2010).

The classifications listed above relate to the community’s ability to provide effective services to lessen its
vulnerability to the hazards identified. These classifications can be viewed as a gauge of the community’s
capabilities in all phases of emergency management (preparedness, response, recovery and mitigation) and are
used as an underwriting parameter for determining the costs of various forms of insurance. The CRS class applies
to flood insurance while the BCEGS and Public Protection classifications apply to standard property
insurance. CRS classifications range on a scale of 1 to 10 with class 1 being the best possible classification, and
class 10 representing no classification benefit. Firewise classifications include a higher classification when the
subject property is located beyond 1000 feet of a creditable fire hydrant and is within 5 road miles of a recognized
Fire Station.

Flood Vulnerability Summary

Mine Hill joined the NFIP on January 7, 1977, and is currently an active member of the NFIP. The current
effective Flood Insurance Rate Maps are dated 05/03/1993.

Mine Hill does not currently maintain a list of flood damaged properties nor a property owner’s interest in
mitigation projects. No Substantial Damage Estimates were made following Hurricane Sandy. At this time, no
property owners in Mine Hill are interested in mitigation projects.

Resources

The community FDPO identifies the Mayor as the local NFIP Floodplain Administrator, currently Samuel
Morris, for which floodplain administration is an auxiliary duty. Samuel Morris is the sole person responsible
for the implementation of the floodplain management program. Duties and responsibilities of the NFIP
Administrator are permit review, inspections, damage assessments, and record keeping. No financial, political,
or personnel barriers were identified to inhibit the Township’s ability to implement an effective floodplain
program. Samuel Morris is not certified in floodplain management, however seeks opportunities to increase his
knowledge of the NFIP.

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Compliance History

The community is currently in good standing in the NFIP and has no outstanding compliance issues. The current
NFIP Floodplain Administrator has no knowledge of when the last CAV was performed. Samuel Morris sees
no specific need for a CAV at this time.

Regulatory

Current ordinances and regulations enforced exceed the minimum requirements set forth by FEMA and the State
of New Jersey. Mine Hill does not currently participate in the Community Rating System (CRS) program.

Integration of Hazard Mitigation into Existing and Future Planning Mechanisms

For a community to succeed in reducing long-term risk, hazard mitigation must be integrated into the day-to-
day local government operations. As part of this planning effort, each community was surveyed to obtain a
better understanding of their community’s progress in plan integration.

planning and zoning, floodplain local laws, capital improvement programs, open space preservation, and storm water management regulations.

. Property Protection (PP) - These actions include public activities to reduce hazard losses or actions that involve (1) modification of existing buildings or structures to protect them from
a hazard or (2) removal of the structures from the hazard area. Examples include acquisition, elevation, relocation, structural retrofits, storm shutters, and shatter-resistant glass.

e Public Information (PI) - Actions to inform and educate citizens, elected officials, and property owners about hazards and potential ways to mitigate them. Such actions include
outreach projects, real estate disclosure, hazard information centers, and educational programs for school-age children and adults.

e Natural Resource Protection (NR) - Actions that minimize hazard loss and also preserve or restore the functions of natural systems. These actions include sediment and erosion control,
stream corridor restoration, watershed management, forest and vegetation management, and wetland restoration and preservation.

e Structural Flood Control Projects (SP) - Actions that involve the construction of structures to reduce the impact of a hazard. Such structures include dams, setback levees, floodwalls,
retaining walls, and safe rooms.

e Emergency Services (ES) - Actions that protect people and property during and immediately following a disaster or hazard event. Services include warning systems, emergency response
services, and the protection of essential facilities
