Flood Vulnerability Summary

The Borough of Netcong does not maintain lists or inventories of properties that have been damaged by floods.
There were no structures daged during Hurricane Sandy and the Borough FPA did not make Substantial
Damage estimates. There is currently no interest in mitigation (elevation or acquisition) within the Borough.

Resources

The FPA is supported by the Borough's engineer, attorneygenwr management coordinator, DPW and
police department to conduct the responsibilities of floodplain administration within the Borough of Netcong.
Currently, the FPA does not provide any NFIP administration services and functions to the Borough. The
Borough does not provide any education or outreach to the community regarding flood hazards/risk or flood
risk reduction. The FPA indicated that he is not aware of any barriers to running an effective floodplain
management program and that he feels adegusiplported and trained to fulfill his responsibilities as the
Borough's FPA. The FPA would not consider attending education and/or certification training on floodplain
management if it were offered.

Compliance History

The Borough of Netcong is currenfly good standing with the NFIP. It is unknown when the most recent
compliance audit was conducted for the community.

Regulatory

The Borough's floodplain management regulations/ordinances meet the minimum requirements for FEMA and
the State. There are mher local ordinances, plans or programs that support floodplain management and
meet NFIP requirementsThe Borough of Netcong does not participate in the Community Ratirngr®ys
(CRS) program and is unknown if the Borough has considered joining tRS@rogram.
